



An Outline of the Process for Earning CEU’s from NJAEYC





Welcome to our conference and congratulations for taking on the responsibility of furthering your own growth as an early childhood professional.  You’ve taken the first step towards ensuring your learning and documenting your learning experiences.





What are CEU’s?


CEU’s are Continuing Education Units.  Currently, 4.5 CEU’s are required for renewal of a CDA certificate.  CEU’s are not the same as college credits, although there are some colleges that will convert CEU’s for academic (college) credit.





What Should I Do?


In general, you will attend the conference and implement what you have learned when you return to work.  Presenters will provide you with some ideas on how to do that.  You must also be a current member of NJAEYC and complete the paperwork and return it to NJAEYC by mail. 





Now that I have the background, what next?





1.  After reading this information, make sure that this packet includes the following:





A)  Information/Attendance sheet (Blue form)


B)  Evaluation form for each training session for which you attend (Yellow forms)





2.  Go to your session.





A)  Be a good participant.  Pay close attention to the ways you can implement workshop ideas in your work setting.





B)  After the workshop, have the presenter validate your attendance record on the blue form.  THIS IS VERY IMPORTANT.  IF YOU FAIL TO DO THIS, YOU WILL NOT EARN YOUR CEU CREDIT.





C)  Do this for all workshops attended.





D)  After the conference, implement what you have learned, in your workplace.  You should have a separate implementation report for each session you attended.  THIS IS VERY IMPORTANT!





E)  Have you supervisor verify that you carried out these activities or reports by signing each of the yellow forms (one for each session). CEU’s CANNOT BE AWARDED WITHOUT FOLLOW-UP VERIFICATION.





F)  Return the attendance record (blue form) and the implementation reports (yellow form) to NJAEYC. The NJAEYC CEU committee will review your forms and work.  You will then receive your CEU certificate.  (See blue form for address)
